When God took on flesh in Jesus Christ, the uncreated and the created, 
the eternal and the temporal, the divine and the human, became united.  
This unity meant that all that is mortal now points to the immortal, all that 
is finite now points to the infinite.  In and through Jesus all creation has 
become like a splendid veil, through which the face of God is revealed to 
us. 
This is called the sacramental quality of the created order.  All that is 
sacred because all that is speaks of God’s redeeming love.  Seas and 
winds, mountains and trees, sun, moon, and stars, and all the animals 
and people have become sacred windows offering us glimpses of God

DON’T BE ANXIOUS 
 One can wonder how Luke’s Gospel passage today might have 
been different if Mary, not Martha, had been the one to complain to Jesus, if 
Mary had said “Lord, look at her! Here you are sharing your wisdom and all 
she can think about is supper.” Jesus may have noted, as Luke does, that 
Martha was burdened with much serving. Later in his writings, this same 
evangelist will describe in Acts how the early community set aside people 
whose ministry it is to see to the serving at table. 
 As a fully human person, Jesus knew the human needs that had 
to be tended. He doesn’t deny this, nor does he chastise Martha for her 
working in service. He chides her for being anxious and worried. How can 
Martha—or any of us—be anxious or worried about the serving that needs 
to be done when we do it in the context of the Lord’s will and wisdom? The 
Church has done more than any other institution to bear the heavy burdens 
of serving the ill, the uneducated, the suffering; has been “Martha” to 
countless of the little ones whom Christ told us were his very presence. But 
the Church has borne the burdens of service from the position of Mary: at 
the feet of the Lord, listening to and being guided by his word .

Jesus’ call to conversion and penance is an interior conversion, a 
conversion of heart.  It is a radical reorientation of our whole life, a return to 
God with all our heat, an end of sin, a turning away from evil, with hope in 
God’s mercy and trust in God’s grace. This conversion is first the work of 
grace that makes our hearts return to God. God gives us the grace to begin 
anew.  We begin to recognize the greatness of God’s love and the horror 
and weight of our sins, and begin to fear offending God by sin and being 
separated from him. When there is an interior conversion, it will then be 
expressed in visible signs and works of penance.
